On FM 89.9 megahertz, Rákóczi News (run by the Association “Little people for the people”) as a public service community radio has been broadcasting its programmes in Rákóczifalva for more than three years. 

People all over the world have been able to listen to the live transmission programmes of the radio on the Internet, from the homepage of Rákóczifalva since 31 December 2006. The radio can be reached from more Internet portals (among others www.visszaaradiohoz.hu)

We are trying to meet the requirements of being a public service radio, and therefore to broadcast programmes which represent values, in 10 hours a day. 

Since the launch of the Radio, it has broadcast more than 10000 hours of programmes. 

The National Radio and Television Commission (NRTC) and the National Communications Authority (NCA) check our activity regularly, and so far the radio has met all the requirements. Commissioned by the NRTC, a demonstration material has been made. The “Rákóczi News” wishes to play an active role in everyday village life, offering a wide variety of programmes on news, current affairs, people, literature, humour and music. The radio station has also recorded our national holidays, as well as village events.

 The aim of the radio is to increase community spirit, maintain local traditions and heritage, as well as creating new values. It is of primary importance that we address people as humans. 

People employed in the public sphere, everyday people and ministers have already turned up in our studio. Numbers of foreign guests have already been interviewed in the radio. Some of the Hungarian radio stations all over the world have taken over our transmission, and we also transmit their programmes. The archive material of more university and collage radios can be found in our store, we broadcast each other’s programmes. 

We have recorded more than 1200 reports, which can be considered a historical fact, enriching the history of Rákóczifalva.

Unfortunately, many people are in heaven among those we made interviews with, but owning to the data media their voices can be heard forever. All the moments from the life of the radio and the village have been recorded and stored for the next generations. There are thousands of hours of archived material ready to be transmitted at any time. We try to represent and forward culture and human values. The confession of the radio has not been changed during the years, and despite the fact that in the surrounding world so many things have undergone fast changes, we will not intend to change it in the future either.
